Ctrl+V Paste—pastes copied text or object

Ctrl+X Cut—copies and removes highlighted object

Alt+F4 Quit—ends current program and prompts to save work, if necessary

Ctrl+Alt+Backspace

QuickRestart—Restarts LindowsOS without restarting the computer
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
